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MANSFIELD CENTRE

Pleasley Landmark Centre

There are currently three, two-hour class sessions being held per week over two days at the Mansfield centre (2 on Mondays and 1 on Wednesday afternoons). The total number of students enrolled on courses is currently 26 and rising to the extent that additional courses shall have to be arranged – subject to consultation.  Qualification achievements for the year 2009/10 have been excellent with all learners being awarded certification.  Three volunteers support the tutor at the centre: Vicki Bakewell, Lynn Elliott-Wallace and Susanne Briant, whose continuing help and support is very much appreciated.

Through mutual agreement, NewLink Mansfield, Pleasley Landmark and the local Farmilo Primary School set up a homework club during the year, to provide additional after-school educational and recreational support to some of the local school children attending the centre.   Susanne Briant, who acted as a support tutor and mentor, hosted the events using the Newlink computer room and IT resources.  The meetings were a great success and provided the local school children and community’s parents with a sound appreciation of the kind of resources available at the centre.  This has led to some of the school’s teaching staff and attending school children’s parents enrolling on ITQ qualification courses through NewLink Mansfield.

Advertising of courses is continuing with leaflet distribution and mailings being the usual method. Pleasley Landmark management and staff are supporting NewLink Mansfield with occasional referrals from enquiries at their main reception and are also providing free advertising in the local newspaper.  General administration is up to date.

DERBY CENTRE

Karten Centre

Class sessions are held at the Derby (Karten Centre), the class sessions having varying start times within the window of 10am to 2.30pm. The total number of students enrolled on courses is 9.  Advertising leaflets distribution to local businesses and charities in the area are continuing.  Telephone contact with Jobcentre Plus, Becket Street, is ongoing.  Qualification achievements for the year 2009/10 have been excellent with all learners being awarded certification.  Two volunteers support the centre: David Edge and Pauline Turner, whose continuing help and support is very much appreciated.

Additional subjects are being covered on an individual basis at varying levels, which include OCN stand-alone and OCR New CLAIT qualifications being pursued.  General administration is up to date.
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
