The majority of the group have been doing literacy this year although some are doing ITQ, which has replaced New CLAiT.  They all achieved an OCR qualification in Basic ICT last December which included: producing a Poster, Internet, e-mail and graphs.

The Monday group are mainly made up of Centre users, who often need one-to-one tutoring but we also have two Learners who are resident at Wycarlees in Bilsthorpe (a specialist residential care home for adults with varying degrees of learning disabilities, autism and complex needs) who can, at times, present quite challenging behaviour.

On Tuesday, the Learners are, in the main, from the community although again there are three Learners from Eden House who have special educational needs. However I am pleased to say all of the Learners manage to achieve their goals.

Learners have achieved success with the British Computer Society, OCR and UK Online.  The groups are comprised of Centre Members and the general public.
